• Stony Brook is coming off its best season in its Division I history and brings back eight letter-
winners from a team that won the America East regular-season crown, reached the league title 
game for the second straight year and made its second NIT appearance in three years last season. 
• The Seawolves were among the best rebounding teams in the country last year, ranking fourth 
with a plus-8.3 rebound margin.
• Stony Brook was one of 19 teams in the nation to allow fewer than 60 points per game last 
season, ranking 13th surrendering just 59.1 points per contest.
• Senior forward Tommy Brenton, the America East Defensive Player of the Year in 2011-12, is the 
conference’s lone returning fi rst-team all-conference performer. He averaged 8.1 rebounds (3rd in 
AE), 3.4 assists (6th in AE) to go with 7.8 points per game last year.
• Brenton already ranks 18th on America East’s all-time rebounding list with 836 career boards.
• Junior Dave Coley is the team’s top returning scorer (10.0 ppg in 2011-12).
• Eighth year head coach Steve Pikiell won his second America East Coach of the Year Award in 
three seasons last year. Fifty-nine of his 95 wins at Stony Brook have come in the last three years.
• The Seawolves will appear in ESPN’s Tip-Off Marathon for the second time in three years on Nov. 
13 when it faces Rider on ESPN at 6 a.m.
